White full Pant, white full sleeve shirt Checked blazer 

with logo and two down pockets with flap (Grey Tie). 

Black laced shoes and white socks.

White Frock – Checked piping on the puff sleeves. Black 

shoes with buckle and white socks. 

STD I TO V 

White Skirt, white blouse with puff sleeves with checked 

piping and waist coat. Black Shoes with buckles and 

white socks. 

STD VI & VII 

White one side pleated skirt, white full sleeve shirt. 

Checked blazer with logo and two down pockets with 

flap, Grey tie. Black shoes and white socks.

Grey full Pants, white half sleeve shirt, checked waist 

coat. Black laced shoes and white socks. 

GIRLS 

LKG & UKG 
Checked pinafore, white half sleeve shirt. Black laced 

shoes with white socks. 

STD I TO V 

Checked pinafore, white half sleeve shirt, checked waist 

coat (Chinese Collar). Black buckled shoes and white 

socks. 

STD VI & VII 

Plain grey one side pleated skirt, white full sleeve shirt, 

checked waist coat. Black buckled shoes and white 

socks.

INSTRUCTIONS TO THE PARENTS 

 Please ensure that your ward leaves home in proper uniform. Polished shoes, hair and 

nails properly trimmed, with I.D card and school bag with books according to the day's 

timetable. 

 Students are expected to bring with them their lunch, water, napkin and spoon. Lunch 

is to be taken in the classroom. Parents who bring lunch to school are advised to leave 

it at the gate with the tag attached to it with the name and class. 

 Parents of all the classes [right from L.K.G] are advised to enter the school campus only 

after 3.00p.m to meet the teachers, if necessary. 

 Parents of primary classes are advised to collect their wards near the main gate itself. 

 Parents are to advise their wards to respect and greet teachers and elders. 

 A Discipline Card System has been introduced to monitor discipline among the 

students. 

 Parents are to instill their wards with the Do's and Don'ts of a student. 

 “Think in English and speak in English”. It is imperative that English be used as the 

medium of communication in school. Parents are also advised to counsel their wards to 

converse in English at home too. 

 Parents are advised to ensure that their wards do daily study of lessons and are regular 

at work. 

 Parents are to monitor their ward's activities after school hours.  

 Parents are advised not to give their wards large amount of money, i-pods, calculators 

or cell phones. Possession of the above if detected, will lead to confiscation and 

disciplinary action. No gold jewelry to be worn to school. 

 Parents are advised to help their wards keep the school timings and also be regular to 

school. Leave taking should be intimated. Students who fall sick during school hours 

will be taken care of and may leave school with the parent or escort on written 

permission. 

 Parents are expected to spend quality time with their children and monitor their leisure 

time activities. The amount of time spent on watching T.V, with friends and on the 

phone should be monitored and curbed. 

 Parents may send their wards to school on their birthday, in colour dress, but to be 

dressed modestly and can also donate books and saplings to the institution. 

 

LEAVE APPLICATION 

In case of your ward’s absence, Parents are requested to take a photocopy of the Leave 

Application Form provided in the Handbook, fill in the same and hand it over to the concerned 

staff in person. In case of sudden sickness, the form with a medical certificate should be 

provided on the date of joining after leave.
